The event was tentatively scheduled from 18/05/2020 to 30/06/2020. 

As the event progressed, modifications in schedule were made to meet 

the timeline of various phases as well as availability of jury members, 

judges and mentors for the event. 

 

The organised hackathon was divided into 4 phase. 

Á Phase I: Registration and submission of proposal  

Á Phase II: Scrutinization of submitted proposal  

Á Phase III: Mentoring of finalized team 

Á Phase IV: Final presentation and review by jury members. 

 

Phase I: Registration and submission of proposal  

The hackathon announcement was made in first week of May to collect 

the proposals from the participants though online platform. Deadline to 

submit the proposal was kept till 18/05/2020. We received an 

overwhelming response from the participants where the hackathon 

registered the entry of around 320 teams. From the registered 320 

teams, 113 teams submitted full fledged proposal in form of PowerPoint 

presentation as well as video of their hacks/ideas. All the videos 

submitted by the teams were uploaded on official YouTube channel of 

Anand Pharmacy College. We received an overwhelming responses from 

across 17 states of India.

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The proposals were obtained for the following themes and focus areas: 

Focus Areas And Themes  

 Innovation in education system  

 COVID-19 Health care system (Wellness, Prevention, Treatment & Post COVID care)  

 Innovation in transport system  

 Bioinformatics in COVID-19  

 Innovative business hack 

The first phase extended from 12/05/2020 to 19/05/2020.  

 

Phase II: Scrutinization of submitted proposal  

 

Next phase of hackathon begin with the upload of the videos submitted by the teams on APC 

YouTube channel. In order to scrutinise the proposals of 113 teams, panel of 17 judges, 

judging the proposal based on the five themes was established. Scrutiny of team was based 

on the 60% marks received from the evaluation by the appointed panel and 

40% marks based on the likes received on the uploaded video. 

Based on the evaluation by panel and likes received on the videos, 25 teams were scrutinised. 

Phase II extended from 20/05/2020 to 25/05/2020.  

 

Phase III: Mentoring of finalized team  

The hackathon finished its phase of preliminary screening and now headed towards the 

mentoring session of the selected 25 entries with the field experts to boost up their moral 

and provide them with suitable guidance to help them identify their loopholes and strength 

in the proposed project. 

For the mentoring session, the 25 teams were divided into Group 1 and 2 consisting of 12 

and 13 teams respectively. 

Each teams were mentored individually by the eminent mentors. Mentoring schedule and 

mentor details for each group were as follow:
