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Subject: Two-Days Workshop on Design Thinking, Critical Thinking, and 
Innovation 

Bahauddin Arts College, Junagadh, through its Innovation Club in collaboration with the SSIP 

Cell, organized a two-day workshop on “Design Thinking, Critical Thinking, and Innovation” 

on 22 and 23 December 2025. The workshop was conducted in four structured sessions, with 

two sessions held on each day. 

The workshop was conducted by Dr. Shabir Parmar, who served as the resource person. The 

objective of the programme was to develop critical, creative, and innovative problem-solving 

abilities among students and to introduce them to innovation-oriented thinking and 

entrepreneurship.

The resource person reviewed the presentations and offered constructive 

feedback to help students refine their ideas. 

The fourth and final session, also held on 23 December 2025, focused on guiding students on 

the process of converting ideas into prototypes and exploring possibilities of linking these 

innovations with start-up opportunities. The session emphasized the practical application of 

innovation in entrepreneurial contexts. 

A total of 90 students actively participated in the workshop. The programme was organized 

under the guidance of the Principal, Dr. J. R. Vanja, by the Innovation and SSIP Cell 

Coordinator, Dr. Dipika Kevlani, along with her team consisting of Dr. J. J. Vyas, Dr. R. H. 

Parmar, Dr. Jignesh Kacha, and Dr. Meghraj Jadeja.
