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Report on SSIP Proposal Presentation and Grant Sanction 

 

1. Introduction: 

Bahauddin Arts College, Junagadh, under the Student Startup and Innovation Policy (SSIP), 

an initiative of the Government of Gujarat, continues to promote innovation, entrepreneurship, 

and startup culture among students. The scheme provides financial and mentoring support of 

up to ₹2,50,000 to help students transform innovative ideas into practical ventures. 

In this context, an SSIP Proposal Presentation was organized on 09 February 2026 by the SSIP 

Cell and Innovation Club of the college under the guidance of the Principal, Dr. J. R. Vanza, 

and coordinated by Dr. Dipika Kevlani. 

During the programme, two student groups presented their project proposals: 

I) Manek Payal and Katara Devay (SYBA Sem-4, Economics)  

II)  Vishal Sanjava and Sumit Varu (MA Philosophy) 

A total of 17 students attended the programme, many of whom expressed their interest in 

submitting project proposals in the forthcoming semester. 

2. Evaluation, Review and Approval Process: 

The proposals were evaluated by the SSIP Scrutiny Committee, which carefully assessed them 

on the basis of innovation, feasibility, and practical applicability. The committee provided 

detailed suggestions to improve the quality and structure of the projects. 

Based on these recommendations, both teams revised and resubmitted their proposals. The 

updated proposals were then reviewed by the Internal SSIP Committee of the college, which, 

considering the suggestions of the Scrutiny Committee, approved both projects to be taken 

forward for funding under the SSIP scheme. 

3. Grant Sanction and Implementation: 

Following the approval process, on 16 March 2026, financial assistance was sanctioned to both 

teams for Proof of Concept (PoC) development. 
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 Manek Payal V. and Katara Devay K. received ₹7,000/- (first instalment) for their 

project titled “Herbal Soap – A Skin-Friendly Bathing Soap Based on Natural 

Ingredients.”  

 Vishal Sanjava and Sumit Varu received ₹19,000/- (first instalment) for their project 

titled “Reviving Forgotten Indian Seasonal Fruits.”  

The entire process was carried out under the guidance of the Principal, Dr. J. R. Vanza, and 

coordinated by Dr. Dipika Kevlani, along with SSIP Committee members Prof. R. H. Parmar, 

Dr. Dina Lodhiya, Dr. Jignesh Kacha, and Dr. Meghraj Jadeja. 

This initiative not only provided financial support but also enhanced students’ practical 

understanding of innovation, project development, and entrepreneurship, thereby strengthening 

the startup ecosystem within the institution.
