
Gandhinagar, August 01, 2025: Swarrnim Startup and Innovation University is hosting the

Sportspreneur Event 2025 on August 1 and 2, at University’s campus at Bhoyan Rathod in

Gandhinagar.

Furthermore, six international and six national athletes were felicitated for their outstanding

achievements. Additionally, an MoU was signed between Shri Paras Shah, President of the Cerebral

Palsy Sports Federation of India, and Dr Ragin Shah, Provost of Swarrnim Startup and Innovation

University, to accelerate athletic initiatives and foster inclusive sports development.
